The hexagon is a composition of complex
relationships, interdependent lines, like bonds
of human connection, strengthened in
multiples into an infinite network of
connections. It maintains its own presence as a
shape, symbol of light and life, yet,
structurally, destined to be part of a whole - a
splendid architectural element, infinitely
